Dear Parents and Carers, 

As you will already be aware we have started to teach phonics through the programme Read Write Inc (RWI). The children have responded positively and are becoming familiar with the structure of the RWI lessons. We would like to share opportunities for you to support your child’s learning.

Thursdays: Your child will bring home a library book. The purpose of this book is to develop an enjoyment of reading. Read the book to your child, ask them to re tell, discuss what is happening in the story. The children are not expected to read this book although once their phonics knowledge increases they may be able to join in. 
Please return your child’s library book on a Thursday.

Fridays:  Phonics activities will be set on Seesaw. These are interactive videos which can be accessed on any device. Each video clip can be accessed for one term. Your child has been allocated a Phonics group on Seesaw in addition to their class (this has been set up for your child and will automatically appear on your account). We are currently assessing the children so this will start on Friday 14th October.

Fridays: Reading books Your child will bring home a reading book. As explained at the RWI Zoom meeting (found on the website class page), children will only be given reading books with words they can read. The aim is to develop confidence and fluency, not guess work. Please record in your child’s Reading Record when you have read the book. Inside each record you will find a help sheet for guidance.
Please return your child’s reading book on a Thursday.

Half termly: Your child will be assessed to monitor progress and to change groupings if necessary.

Books must be returned to school in order to receive the next one. Please ensure your child looks after their reading and library books as other children will be reading them.
